We are looking for an experienced, friendly doctor who is business oriented to join our Practice Team.   We are looking for doctor to cover between 6 – 8 sessions per week with the ability to be flexible to meet the practice needs and the changes to modern day primary care.
Roundwell Medical Centre is a long and well established GP practice based in Costessey, Norwich.   Our current patient population is approximately 13,500, which will continue to grow due to the local housing developments in the practice area.   The partners and staff are committed to delivering high quality patient focused care to our patients.  We are a GMS practice and provide a full range of services including minor surgery and implant clinics and we are a member practice of Norwich CCG. We are a member of OneNorwich, an alliance of the majority (22) of Norwich CCG Practices, working to deliver on the GP Contract and working at Scale. We are also a member practice of Norwich Practices Ltd, which operates the Walk-in Centre in Norwich city centre.    
The practice is located in purpose built premises with parking, built in 2010.  We use TPP SystmOne and we use IT to make life easier.   We utilise the Arden’s clinical templates and MJog for text reminders systems.
There are at present 4 partners and 2 salaried doctors, who have a range of interests.   In our team we have an Advanced Nurse Practitioner, a Physicians Associate and full time Clinical Pharmacist, two Practice nurses and 2 healthcare assistants.   We have attached staff providing midwifery services and social prescribing.  

The practice is highly organised and provides clinical staff with an excellent working environment, supported by an experienced management and patient services team.
The current list size is approximately 13,500 and we have a fairly young patient demographics.   Almost 25% of our patient population is under 18 years of age and we have 15% over the age of 65 years of age.

We have an Advanced Nurse Practitioner and a Physicians Associate who provide “on the day appointments” 

We have two Practice Nurses and 2 Health Care Assistants who offer a range of appointments including asthma and diabetes clinics, travel, CVD Health Checks.

Our clinical pharmacist undertakes medication and long term conditions reviews as well as working closely with our Prescription Team.
Doctor’s routine sessions currently consist of 13 x 10 minute slots plus 2 telephone appointment in the morning and 12 x 10 minutes slots plus 2 x 5 slots in the afternoon.

The On Call doctor sessions run from 8.30 – 6.30pm with no booked appointments and see any urgent/emergency same day patients.   There are also on appointment slots available for the On Call Doctor to book in with the ANP or PA each afternoon.  The On call doctor sessions are shared out between all doctors in session sharing ratio.  

We offer extended hours and this is currently after 5.30pm in the evening and at lunch-times following discussion with our Patient Participation Group.
As part of OneNorwich we have access to the Home Visiting Services, which provides home visits for Norwich Practices.   Through OneNorwich we also have access to the Improved Access appointments.
We are a Teaching Practice and have two GPs Trainers, who teach GP Registrars.   

We also teach Medical Students from the University of East Anglia and we host internal elective placements for final year students.  

As a Learning Practice we provide ongoing medical education within the practice through our monthly educational meetings.   Speakers include a mixture of local Consultants and organisations as well as in-house updates.   Norwich CCG provides a bi-monthly education forum ‘Medi Bites’.   Monthly Clinical Governance meetings are also held where significant events, compliments and complaints are discussed as well as presentation of audits and clinical discussions.   All GPs try to attend the informal coffee break after morning surgery which allows time for daily clinical discussions  
We are high QOF achieving practices, generally achieving 99.5%.
The practice was rated ‘good’ by the CQC in February 2016 during a routine inspection.  The report is available at https://www.cqc.org.uk/location/1-558941213
We have an active Patient Participation Group who meets on a regular basis.   We discuss the results of surveys and any changes the practice is implementing and take on board their feedback
We host colleagues from the Paediatric Diabetes, Paediatric Neurology, AAA screening and Dermatology departments at the Norfolk & Norwich University Hospital.   Papworth Hospital also runs Sleep Apnoea clinics at the Centre.
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
